The spinning and weaving industries occupies 

the largest number of facilities  reach140 facility and the largest number of of 

18,392 workers, while The number of craft workshops at the governorate is 24,647

Governorate

Alexandria Governorate called the bride of the Mediterranean as it is the second

largest city in Egypt after Cairo, and considered the second capital of Egypt and the

i t it l f it li l th M dit t l b t 70 k th tancient capital of it, lies along the Mediterranean coast along about 70 km northwest

of the Nile Delta and is bordered at the north by the Mediterranean Sea and Lake

Mariot, at the south by Km 71 on the Cairo-Alexandria Desert ,bounded on the east by

Abu Qir Bay, the city of Edco and the Sidi Krir and west till Km 30-36 on the

Alexandria - Matrouh highway.

Alexandria has many distinctive features as it has the largest seaport in Egypt ( the  Alexandria  has many  distinctive features ,as it has the largest seaport  in Egypt  ( the

port of  Alexandria) , which  serves  about 80 %  of total  imports and  exports  and also

includes  the new Alexandria library , which  can accommodate  more than 8

million  book  ,also  many museums  and archaeological sites  such as  Kitbai

Citadel  ,Topmasts column   beside a population about   4,123,869  people  ( according to

2006 statistics    )  working  in commercial, industrial  , agricultural activities .  Alexandria

divided to six  administrative districts which  are the Montaza District   ,  East

District ,  middle District ,  ,  West District ,  customs District ,  Amiria District

.These  districts  contain  16 sections  including 129 sheikhdom  in addition to the  major

cities which affiliated to,  such as   Burj Al Arab and new  Burj Al Arab  City.

Alexander the Great is the one who established Alexandria on 332 BC through pilling

a part of the water which separates between an island which extended to the main

coast called the "Pharos" which has an old port, and a small village called "Raktos"

or "Rakorh" surrounded by small villages which spread as well as between the

sea and Lake of Mariot. Alexander the Great and his successors take it as the capital

of Egypt for nearly a thousand years until the Islamic conquest of Egypt by Amr

Ibn El Aas year 641 AH known Alexandria in history through a varietyIbn El-Aas year 641 AH, known Alexandria in history through a variety

of attractions such as the ancient Library of Alexandria, which included more

than700.000 volumes, and the Lighthouse of Alexandria.

Alexandria  located  in the northern  of  Arab Republic of Egypt  on

the  Mediterranean  coast  to the west of  the western  branch of  the Nile, and Rashid

Branch and the Mediterranean in the north and  Lake Mariot in the south.
